2. Ask a QUESTION in at least four other THREADS other than your own THREAD.  You must use an Exemplary Question as the starter for your question.

Exemplary Questions Include:
	Questions for Clarification: 

What do you mean by…….
What is your main point?
How does _____ relate to _____ ?
Could you put it another way?
What do you think is the main issue here?
Let me see if I understand you: do you mean _____ or _____ ?
Could you give me an example?

Questions about the Initial Question or Issue

How can we find out?
What does this assume?
Does this lead to other questions or issues?

Questions that Probe: 

What are you assuming?
How would you justify taking this for granted?
Is this always the case? Why do you think the assumption holds here?

Questions that Probe Origin or Source: 

Where did you get this idea?
Have you been influenced by media?
What caused you to feel this way?

Questions that Probe Implications and Consequences: 

What are you implying by that?
What effect would that have?
What is the alternative?
If this is the case, then what else must be true?

Questions about Viewpoints or Perspectives: 

How would other groups of people respond? Why?
Can anyone see this another way?
What would someone who disagrees say?
How could you answer the objection that _____ would make? 


3. Respond to any and all questions made in your THREAD.

Exemplary Responses start with:
	I agree because...
To add to what you said, consider... 
Yes, but in this circumstance... then... because... 
In this case, what matters is... which points to... 
I agree with X... but I've also heard Y... and so... 
I think ... except ... 
Specifically, "..."


4. Post a SUMMARY by returning to your initial THREAD and summarize the discussion so far.

5. Pick three THREADS by posting a response to that THREAD with "PICKED BY ID#" in the subject line.  No other message is required. In each of the three THREADS analyze the content of the discussion.  Categorize each posting as to S, P, EX, C, A or EV and tally appropriately in the data table for each THREAD.

(S = 0) not discussing the topic
(P = 1) discussing steps and procedures
(EX = 2) exchanges about facts and knowledge without elaboration
(C = 3) exchanges that demonstrate critical thinking and reflection
(A = 4) discussing use of innovation in specific settings other than medical or explosive
(EV = 5) exchanges of personal likes/dislikes without critical or reflective thinking
