La Canada Engineering Club Student Contract

The timeline for our competition is very short and intense.  This document is designed to outline the expectations of the students.  

· Between the beginning of the school year and winter break, students are expected to attend SSR each day and stay for lunch on Wednesdays.  

· During the robot build phase (January 7th to February 19th), students are expected to attend SSR each day and stay for lunch EVERY day.  Students are responsible for signing into lunch during this time.  During SSR, subteams will meet for planning/working purposes.  During lunch we will have full team planning/working practices.

· During the robot build phase, Students are also expected to attend 10 or more hours of after school and weekend meetings.  As professional engineers are helping us train, many of these hours may be in the evening (7-9pm) and on Saturday.  Portions of the team will meet on different days.  Practices will be scheduled as far in advance as possible, but flexibility in the student’s schedule is required.

· Students are expected to be available to attend meetings January 21 (Martin Luther King Jr. holiday) and the preceding weekend.

· After the build phase, we will be planning for the competition on March 20-23.  Students are expected to be at lunch on BLOCK days during this time, and some additional practices will be called for each subteam.

· Students will miss school on March 20th and 21st.  This is an official school field trip and the absences will be excused.  However students are responsible for insuring that they complete their homework.

Documentation of attendance

· Students are responsible for signing in with the teacher during lunch practices during the build phase.  Absences for school events, with note signed by teacher, are approved.  Absences for religious holidays are also approved.

· Students may be absent for no more than 4 lunch practices without approval before they will not be allowed to compete during regionals on March 20-23.  Students missing a substantial portion of a lunch practice will be considered as having ½ an absence.
